especially, during these days of growing apathy, violence, and
moral decay. Our young people need to be trained and grounded

in the Gospel of Jesus Christ, and truly need to learn so much
about the kind of life that Jesus calls them to lead. I am very
concerned that many of the young people that are supposed
“members” of Sacred Heart Church, that are attending the public
schools, are not coming to Religious Education. I have to tell
you that I am just dumbfounded by that reality: that many of our
parents here are not having their children come to Religious
Education. Why would they not? Why would parents not want
their children to learn about the Gospel of Jesus, as well as the
teachings of the Catholic Church? I would encourage and invite
these parents to come and chat with me about it, if there are
certain reasons why the kids are not learning about the faith.

As the Pastor here, one of my biggest weaknesses have been
being able to participate in Religious Education, since we have
the classes during the 11:30 Mass. I am going to try to find a
priest to cove that Mass at least once a month, so that I can be
able to spend time with our kids. I am hoping to be able to offer
them the chance to have a Penance Service, which I have not
been able to do. Another weakness is being able to find the time
to visit our parishioners in the nursing homes. [ am now
scheduling more time to do just that. The difficulty is that we
have parishioners in about 10 different places all over Erie
County. In the past several years, with the declining number of
