 There is a growing concern about the H1N1 virus that is 

getting all kinds of media attention.  As of this writing, I have 

not heard anything from the Bishop’s office about cancelling the 

“Sign of Peace” or receiving the Precious Blood from the cup.  I 

really don’t want to cancel that, for I don’t feel a need to.  People 

just need to be smart and cautious.  The Office of Worship did 

send guidelines, which make all the sense in the world:  (1) 

STAY HOME WHEN SICK!  (2) Wash hands frequently with 

soap and water when possible.  (3) Use an alcohol-based 

sanitizer when water is not available.  (4) Cover noses and 

mouths with a tissue when coughing or sneezing (or a shirt 

sleeve or elbow if no tissue is available).  (5) Avoid touching 

your face, eyes, etc. with your hands.  (6) Avoid receiving from 

the cup if you do not feel well.  So much of this is just common 

sense.  There is enough of alcohol-content in the wine to kill any 

germs that may be there; and, the Eucharistic Ministers are 

trained to clean the cup thoroughly after each person receives.  If 

you are not comfortable with shaking someone’s hand, just feel 

free to express a sign of peace verbally.  I am sure that everyone 

will understand.  We will be putting sanitizer dispensers at all 

the Church entrances in the next few weeks, which should be a 

big help to everyone, too.  I am afraid that, once we cancel the 

Sign of Peace or the Precious Blood, we will never bring them 

back.  And, that would be sad.  There is supposed to be some 

moderated changes to the Order of Mass in the next few years, 

but canceling those important parts is not among them.  I just 

believe that people should be smart.  There are Masses available 

on the EWTN-TV network … which are intended for the sick 

and shut-in, NOT the “lazy”.  If you are not feeling well, please 

stay home and “attend” the Mass on TV.  There is no sin in that.  

If you are feeling great, get up off the couch, and come to Mass!
