With all the bills
counted, it looks like Parish Day made a
profit of close to $79,000!! That is
absolutely phenomenal, considering the state of the economy.
But, that speaks of the legion of Sacred Heart people who
worked so hard on all kinds of different things ... to say nothing
about all the people who enjoyed the best Beef Dinner in town,
who bought tickets on the car and the TV ... all the people who
donated the Theme Baskets ... made great desserts ... and on
and on! The monies truly help in our operating budget of the
parish, as well as assist in the Catholic Education Grant Program
for our young people attending the Catholic Schools. If it
weren’t for these grants, many of our kids would not be able to
afford a Catholic education. Again, thank you so much to everyone!

I do hope everyone took a good look at the flier from last
week’s bulletin on Justin Fatica’s youth event on November 1%,
“The Awakening”. It is going to be a fantastic afternoon for
young people 12 years old and older, and their parents and
families. It will really be a family event, geared toward
teenagers. The “Hard as Nails Ministry” (www.hanm.org)
travels throughout the world with teams of faith-filled college
and high school students who are trained to share the message of
God’s love in a very dynamic style of evangelization. You may
remember Justin when he spoke at all the Masses back in June,
and spent time afterwards signing his book that had just been
published. I have known Justin and his family for over 20 years,
and they are wonderful people. “The Awakening” is going to be
an event to remember, to be sure! I am really looking forward to
it. And, it is such a necessary ministry for these times. Our
young people are living in a very difficult world ... and there are
so many things surrounding them that truly threaten their lives.
The statistics for them are just stunning: (1) Nationwide, 16.9%
of high school students had seriously considered attempting
suicide in the past year; (2) Currently, 46.8% of all high school
students report that they have had sexual intercourse ... 6.2% of
high school students had sexual intercourse for the first time
before age 13!!! (3) About 41% of students have consumed
alcohol (more than just a few sips) by 8" grade. (4) Half of teens
have tried an illicit drug by the time they finish high school! (5)
Nationwide, 18.5% of high school students had carried a weapon
(gun, knife, or club) one or more days in the last 30 days. I look
at these statistics, thinking back to my high school years in *76-
’80, and I think I must have grown up in a cave! This blows my
mind! It is a very different world now, and we need things like
“The Awakening” to help kids and families stay strong and close
to the Lord. It will be a fantastic afternoon, but you do need to
register before going: www.hanm.org/theawakening. 1 hope to
see you all there on Sunday, November 1°!
