As you were, I was absolutely mortified to come back from
retreat, and learn that a major drug bust occurred while I was
gone ... only to find out that our own parking lot had been used
for illegal drug transactions, by the son of former parishioners!!
When you think you have heard everything . . . It’s bad enough
that I have to pick up beer bottles off our lawn, dodge dog crap
as I am mowing, and constantly pulling garbage out from under
our hedges and window wells ... and, yes, last Sunday afternoon,
finding even a condom on the lawn!! ... but, to find out how our
sacred property has been desecrated with drug deals just boggles
my mind.

And, as I am sure you were, as well, I was just horrified to
hear of the murder of Fr. Ed Hines of St. Patrick’s Church in
Chatham, New Jersey. My classmate, Fr. Benedict Worry,
0.S.B., is a priest of St. Mary’s Benedictine Abbey in
Morristown, New Jersey, the community right next door to
Chatham. 1 have been there a bunch of times, and it is
unfathomable that such a horrid thing could happen in Chatham.
This is a very wealthy community. The Gerber Estate ... the
founders and owners of Gerber Baby Foods ... is in Chatham. I
can’t imagine what that parish community, as well as the rest of
the community, must be going through. How sad. I spoke with
Benedict, and he knew Fr. Hines. He said the New Jersey priests
are very shocked by this nightmare . That entire community

needs our prayers.

This weekend, November 1%, is Justin Fatica’s “The
Awakening” at the Hammermill Center down at Gannon. It
should be a great experience for young people and their families.
I hope to see many of you down there. I know a lot of our kids
will be there. You may have seen the bulletin column of Jesse
Spanogle, our Youth Minister, with some pretty impressive
statistics: the number of kids coming to our 3 youth groups ...
the number that came (102) to the Halloween party ... the
number (204) of pizza slices consumed last week! Our kids are
having a great time at youth group. Let’s keep supporting them!
If you have a few extra dollars to throw their way, they could
always use it!
