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Allow me to share with you some
excerpts from Bishop Trautman’s letter
to all the priests and deacons, in regards
to the health care proposals of
Congress:  “As you know, the national
debate over health care reform has been long and often very
heated. That debate is now at a critical point, and our action is
crucial. As of this past Monday, five different Congressional
committees have completed their work on separate health care
bills. None of these original bills coming out of committee meet
our essential criteria which insist upon inclusion of federal law
(1) excluding payment for abortion services and (2) protecting
the conscience of health care workers. Congressional
leaders and the Administration are now negotiating how to
combine the diverse elements which have come from the
committees. Soon after they are finished, debate will come to the
floor of the House and Senate. It is imperative that we encourage
our people to contact their Senators and Representatives now to
insist upon inclusion of a ban on payment for abortion services
and inclusion of protection for the conscience of health care
workers. In addition, we must defend against anti-immigrant
amendments, some of which have already been proposed and
defeated in committee but are likely to resurface. I reiterate the
basic principals upon which the US Bishops are insisting:
Health care reform must (1) protect the life and dignity of each
individual, from conception to natural death ... (2) protect the
conscience of health care workers and others ... (3) be
affordable by all ... (4) be available to all legal immigrants.”
The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops are trying to
rally the Catholic people of America to be courageous enough to
truly take a stance, and be honestly informed at what the
Congressional Majority is trying to run through in this so-called
“health care reform bill”. We should never stand by, and allow
innocent children to be destroyed by our own tax dollars!! We
all need to be informed in this, and we all need to keep watch.
The USCCB website is constantly updated: www.usccb.org/
healthcare. You will notice a flier in the bulletin from the
USCCB, encouraging ALL OF US to contact Senators Spector’s
& Casey’s offices, as well as Representative Dahlkemper’s
office to encourage them to vote against any legislation that
supports these issues that we, as Catholic people, are truly
against. It is important that WE ALL act today!

I am not sure if you saw the news report out of Bryan, Texas
... about the former Director of a Planned Parenthood Clinic that
became Pro-life! What a powerful story! Twenty-nine year-old
Abby Johnson says that she used to volunteer at the clinic,
escorting women from their cars into the clinic to get abortions.
Then, after she became the Director, she finally took the time to
watch an actual abortion on an ultrasound monitor ... and
became horrified at what she saw was happening. She had a
spiritual conversion, and immediately resigned and joined a pro-
life group!

I have been waiting for 15 years for the chance to return to
Italy. You may remember Msgr. Bob Malene who lived with us
for much of 2008. He retired from the United States Navy
Chaplaincy and is now Pastor of Good Shepherd Church in West
Middlesex. He did a “tour” in Naples and Sicily while in the
Navy, and he is leading a tour on Southern Italy over the next
week. Fr. Jacquel, the new Pastor of St. John the Baptist, and
myself, will be joining him, along with about 25 of his

parishioners. We leave Wednesday, and will return on the 20™
... after visiting Monte Cassino, Sorrento, Naples, Salerno, San
Giovanni Rotondo, Lanciano, Loreto, Assisi, Orvieto, the
Appian Way, and 3 days in Rome! I was only in Italy once,
back in "94. (In fact, my father died while I was on the plane
coming back.) My grandparents are from Naples, and I have a
lead on the churches that they were baptized in. It should be a
great time. Fr. Fialkowski and Msgr. Mayer are gracious enough
to cover daily mass while I am gone. Fr. Shane Mathew and Fr.
Simmons will take care of the weekends. It should be a great
time! We may have an audience with Pope Benedict, too!
