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No . . . I am not hiding in the
rectory! I am writing this before I leave
for “The OIld Country”, as my
grandmother used to call Italy. As you
read this, probably Saturday or Sunday,
Msgr. Malene, Fr. Jacquel, and I are spending some wonderful
time in the Assisi area. We will be visiting the places that St.
Francis walked and prayed. I will be sure to offer prayer for all
of the people of Sacred Heart, and your intentions. And, when
we get to Rome, I will do the very same in St. Peter’s Basilica,
as well as in the Mother Church of St. John Lateran. We are
scheduled to be attending the papal audience on Wednesday, as
well as visit the tomb of Pope John Paul II. I will surely keep
you all in my prayers.

Russ Verga spoke to me about his time in Italy during
World War II, and much of what he endured was very difficult to
describe, since it brought back many painful memories of that
war. But, Joe Schember, Sr. wrote some thoughts to me before I
left, and at 92 years old, he remembers his time in Italy, during
World War II, very vividly. Joe writes, “Our division, the 88"
Infantry, made it into Rome, and memories are still with me. It
was a very dark morning when our battalion advanced into
Rome. I could see a very dark area in front of us, so I stirred the
soldier next to me to what he thought it might be. He said, ‘I
don’t care! Let me sleep!’” Well, as we got close, I realized that
it was the Coliseum, where Julius Caesar used to romp! We had
set up one of our guns in an open area on the Via Flamina, and
got a few shots off when the General came flying by with orders
not to fire, as Rome was an open city. Within walking range was
Mussolini’s stadium. We couldn’t wander too far, as much
shooting was going on as collaborates of the Germans were
being rounded up. . .. By the way, I was at the gas station where
Mussolini and his girlfriend were hung! ... I hope you have an
interesting trip. Ours lasted about 2 years, and so much still
remains with me. Our Battalion, the 339" FA had about 400
men, all civilians, from 48 states. Not many of us left!” Thanks,
Joe. I will think of what our soldiers had endured during those
difficult years of WWII. I am blessed to have the opportunity to
see Italy under these conditions, rather than what Joe and Russ
and so many others had endured. Continue to ask God to offer
His blessings on all the women and men who have served our
country in the Armed Forces, many of whom lost their lives in
the fight for freedom and democracy.

I will be praying for all of you at St. Peter’s! Please keep us
in your prayers, as well.
