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 As I said in my homily last 

weekend, the devastation in Haiti is far 

too astounding for any one of us to even 

remotely comprehend.  I look at those 

pictures, and I just shake my head in 

complete shock.  Here we are, over 4 years since Hurricane 

Katrina destroyed the city of New Orleans, and they are still 

years away from total restoration.  I cannot begin to imagine 

how they are going to recover … the poorest country in the 

Western Hemisphere.  Right now, we are all called just to be 

people of sacrifice and prayer for them.  May we contribute 

whatever we can from what God has given to us.  And, please be 

assured that every dime that we receive for this collection this 

weekend will go directly to Catholic Relief Services, by way of 

Bishop Trautman.  Like other charities, there will be no service 

fees or administrative fees withheld.  Every dime of what we 

turn in will go directly to the help and aid given to the people of 

Haiti through CRS. 

 Many have asked about our sister parish in La Cayes.  And, 

to be perfectly honest, I have no idea.  It has been a very 

frustrating relationship; in that, I haven‟t heard a word from the 

Pastor there in 3-4 years.  For the first few years that I returned 

here, their Pastor would make a visit to the New England states 

to do weekend missionary-talks.  And, he would always contact 

me, and we would chat a bit.  I would send him our monies to 

the parish in Connecticut that he was staying at.  But, I have not 

heard from him for almost 4 years or so.  Last year, it took over 

4 months for our check to clear, and I have never received any 

notice from any one in their Church.  So, we really have no 

relationship with them very much, and I have no idea if their 

parish was affected or not.  We have not yet sent the monies that 

we collected in 2009, which is about $1,200.  However, we will 

be adding that to the monies collected this weekend, and give it 

all to CRS.  When the Parish Council meets again in March, we 

will re-evaluate what we should do from that point on. 

 May we all take the time this week and offer the following 

prayer, given to us by Bishop Trautman:             

Prayer for Consolation and Unity 

 “God of all creation, as we weep with our family in Haiti, 

console us. In this time of crisis, open our eyes to look beyond 

the disaster to see Christ in our brothers and sisters in Haiti, as 

Christ sees us.  Be with us as we stand in solidarity with those 

living and working in Haiti. Be with us in our mourning 

and guide our efforts to feed the hungry, shelter the homeless, 

comfort the grieving and stand for justice. With your mercy, 

sustain us at this time as we continue to work for peace and 

justice. Amen”
