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 Welcome to the holiest week of the 

year!  These next seven days are so 

much more important than Christmas, 

summertime, or any other celebration 

throughout the whole year.  This is Holy 

Week.  We spend these days trying to focus completely on those 

final days in the life of Our Lord.  May each of us do everything 

we can to keep these days sacred . . . “Holy”.  Each day, this 

week, there should truly be time of prayer with the family.  It 

would be wonderful if each and every day, maybe before dinner 

or bedtime, the family gathers together to read a passage from 

Scripture about the final days of the Lord.  Sunday would be a 

great time to focus on His Triumphant entry into Jerusalem.  

Monday, Tuesday, & Wednesday, we could reflect on those 

precious moments of his final teachings in the Temple area.  

Certainly on Holy Thursday, the family could reflect on passages 

on the Last Supper.  Certainly, on Good Friday, it would bring 

such sacredness to the day if the family reflected on the Passion.  

Holy Saturday could be a time of private prayer, and maybe a 

conversation with each other on what the Apostles must have 

been dealing with while hiding in the locked room the day after 

Jesus died.  This entire week could truly be different if we 

celebrate its holiness.  I would certainly encourage every family 

to come together for all of the celebrations.  Remember, Lent 

ends at the beginning of the Mass of the Lord‟s Supper on Holy 

Thursday.  When that Mass begins, then so does “The Triduum”:  

Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy Saturday . . . days that are 

NOT part of Lent.  The whole week ends with the great and 

glorious celebration of the Easter Vigil, the most sacred Mass of 

the year!  Yes, it goes on for about 2 hours.  But, it is so 

beautiful!  Please remember, however, that the Easter Vigil 

begins at 8:30 p.m., as directed by Bishop Trautman, so that all 

the parishes celebrate the greatest feast of the year near the same 

time, with the darkness outside.   

 The Easter Candle this year was donated again by some very 

loyal parishioners in honor of Our Lady of Mount Carmel.  We 

truly thank them for their generosity.  May each of us say a 

prayer to the Blessed Mother for the intentions of these good 

people and their family. 

 Thank you so much to the Altar Society, and their legions of 

help to make the 57th Spaghetti Dinner the great success that it 

was.  If I am not mistaken, we served 1,498 dinners, close to 100 

more than last year!  So many people helped.  So many people 

gave a lot of their time.  So many people came and enjoyed the 

best spaghetti in town!  Thanks so much to everyone! And a 

special thank you to State Representatives Pat Harkins and Flo 

Fabrizio for taking care of the wine for us. 

 It was a difficult week for the priests of the Erie Diocese last 

week.  On Monday, we celebrated the funeral of Fr. Dan Dymski 

at Holy Cross in Fairview.  I had written about Fr. Dan last 

week.  Just before his funeral, we learned of the deaths of Msgr. 

John Dollinger and Msgr. Lou Heberlein, who both died on 

Monday.  Fr. Dollinger was Headmaster of Cathedral Prep 

during my years there, and we had been good friends for all of 

this time.  It was so ironic that Fr. Dollinger had died on the 30th 

anniversary of our State basketball championship, for he was our 

biggest fan!  Msgr. Heberlein was Pastor of St. Tobias in 

Brockway for many, many years before he retired in the „90‟s.  I 

had not seen him in years, but I will always remember how kind 

he was to me.  To have 3 funerals of brother priests in the same 

week can be very tough on us.  But, at the end of each funeral, 

Bishop Trautman concluded with a prayer that God will send us 

a “new shepherd” that will also lead us in faith as these good 

priests have done.  May we all offer that prayer. 

 This is the holiest week of the year.  May we all truly try to 

put everything else in our lives aside, and spend this week in 

prayer and worship.  And, may we make that 3-hour period on 

Good Friday … from noon until 3:00 … a quiet and sacred time.  

And, may we teach our young people to truly honor that time, 

where we should all refrain from music, or television, or sports,  

or most activities, and allow that time to be a time of somber 

reflection.  Jesus hung on the cross for us during those hours.  

May we honor that with great respect and quiet prayer and 

worship.  Then, let us give great praise at the Easter Vigil that 

new life has come!
