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 Happy Easter … again!  The 8 days 

following Easter Sunday are known as 

“The Octave of Easter”, and they are to 

be celebrated as one, long Easter Day.  

This is the final day of “Easter Sunday”, 

so to speak.  But, the next 6 weeks is the Season of Easter, 

lasting until the Feast of Pentecost on Sunday, May 23rd.  And, 

these weeks should be made holy.  So many of us did so many 

things for Lent … wonderful things … like, giving up something 

as a form of sacrifice, or coming to daily Mass, or spending 

more time in prayer or with family.  But, without Easter, Lent 

has no meaning.  So … we did all kinds of wonderful things for 

Lent.  Now, what will we do for Easter? 

 Tuesday, April 13th, is the 25th Anniversary of the Episcopal 

Ordination of Bishop Donald W. Trautman.  On April 13, 1985, 

Monsignor Trautman was ordained Auxiliary Bishop of the 

Diocese of Buffalo, New York … his home Diocese.  He 

remained in that position until June of 1990, when he was named 

the Ordinary Bishop of the Diocese of Erie, PA.  The “Ordinary” 

is the head Shepherd of a Diocese.  An Auxiliary Bishop is an 

assistant bishop, who can be transferred to any other Diocese in 

the country.  A “Coadjutor Bishop” is an assistant Bishop with 

the “Right of Succession”:  if a Diocese has a Coadjutor Bishop, 

he becomes the Ordinary of the Diocese when the present 

Ordinary either dies or retires, whichever comes first.  Bishop 

Trautman was named Auxiliary Bishop of Buffalo, and then sent 

across the state line. In 1978, Bishop Michael Murphy, however, 

was Auxiliary Bishop of Cleveland, until the new Pope John 

Paul II, in one of his first acts as Pope, named Auxiliary Bishop 

Murphy to become “Coadjutor Bishop” of Erie.  Bishop Alfred 

Watson, at that time, was sickly, and requested help.  When he 

retired in 1982, Bishop Murphy, having the “Right of 

Succession” as Coadjutor Bishop, automatically succeeded 

Bishop Watson as the Ordinary of Erie. When Bishop Murphy 

was to retire in 1990, Pope John Paul II appointed Auxiliary 

Bishop Donald Trautman of Buffalo to come to Erie.  Please say 

a very special prayer on Tuesday for Bishop Trautman; that the 

Holy Spirit may continue to guide him and give him strength to 

shepherd us.  Being a bishop is a very difficult ministry … it is 

exhausting, it is constant, it is criticized, as much as it is 

rewarding and satisfying.  I have seen how the ministry has truly 

aged Bishop Trautman.  He needs us, and he needs our prayers 

… especially, in these difficult times.  Happy Anniversary, 

Bishop!  Thank you so much for all that you do for us.  And, 

know that God’s blessings will always be with you! 

 As many of you probably guessed, I had a bad chest cold for 

the entire Lenten season.  My doctor confirmed that it was going 

into, what is commonly called, “walking pneumonia” … which 

has since dissipated.  But, he did not want me to visit hospitals or 

nursing homes until it was gone.  So, I did not do that for most of 

March.  If any of you were in the hospital during that time, and 

may have felt upset that I didn’t visit you, please understand 

“why”.  I visit the hospitals every week, usually at the beginning 

of the week.  But, my doctor didn’t want me getting worse by 

hospital visits; or, even more so, give my cold to someone that is 

already sick. 

 I will be working Men’s Cursillo #211 next weekend.  

Thank you to Fr. Jason Glover of Gannon University, who will 

be covering for me when I am away.  I am working with my old 

Pastor Msgr. Dan Arnold, and Deacon Tony Alleruzzo.  It will 

be the 20th anniversary of the first Cursillo that I worked … 

April of 1990.  Our group of Cursillistas from that Cursillo have 

been having annual reunions every year since!  It will be great to 

work a Cursillo on that anniversary.  Please pray for us, and the 

Men of #211.
