Jason 

Glover for covering for me last 

weekend.  Men’s Cursillo #211 was a 

wonderful weekend.  We had about 45 

guys, ranging in age from 19 to 80!  

And, this was the 20th anniversary of me working my first 

Cursillo … which was Men’s Cursillo #129 in April of 1990.  As 

I have said a dozen times before, I work one Cursillo weekend a 

year just to renew myself in my own faith.  To be a part of 40-

some guys, or women, having a powerful weekend of renewed 

faith is something that I need in my own life.  As Spiritual 

Directors, I worked with Msgr. Dan Arnold and Deacon Tony 

Alleruzzo.  The three of us worked so well together.  But, it was 

the team of men that orchestrated the Cursillo who really put it 

together, and gave those 45 guys a wonderful weekend of 

experiencing new, or renewed faith, in the Risen Christ.  Fr. Bill 

Barron, the Parochial Vicar of Our Lady of Peace Church, was 

one of the guys who made it.  We had him preside at Mass on 

Sunday, and just shared a simple thought to the guys before we 

left.  Fr. Bill said, “Guys, this weekend has been an experience 

of the Living God.”  Neither Dan, or Tony, or I could have said 

that any better … for that is exactly what it was.  If you have not 

had the chance to make a Cursillo, please contact me, and I 

would be more than happy to talk to you about it.  If you have 

the internet, all the information about it is on the website:  

www.eriecursillo.org.  The next Women’s Cursillo is #217 on 

May 13th to 16th … and the next Men’s Cursillo is #212 on June 

24th to the 27th.  They go from Thursday evenings to Sunday 

afternoons.   

 The 25th Anniversary Celebration for Bishop Trautman’s 

ordination as a Bishop was a powerful experience, as well.  The 

Cathedral was packed!  We had well over 150 priests join in… 

several from the Diocese of Buffalo … as well as 17 Bishops 

from all over the country.  It was an honor to have Cardinal 

Justin Rugali, of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia, join us, too.  (I 

was privileged to have been able to pick him and his party up at 

the airport with the Kloecker limousine!  The Cardinal was very 

kind and thankful.)  Bishop Trautman was very, very humbled 

by the entire affair.  He really didn’t want to do anything, but his 

staff put together quite a celebration … which he perceived to be 

a celebration for the Diocese.  It will be 20 years in July that he 

has been our Shepherd, which is so hard for us to believe!  I was 

only ordained 2 years when he came to us, and my 25th is only 3 

years away!  I was with him at the Blessed Sacrament 

confirmation last week, and he was saying that he does not have 

a free evening until July!  We have always warned Bishop 

Trautman about working too hard … especially, as he 

approaches his 74th birthday.  But, it falls on deaf ears!  Whether 

we have agreed with him or not on all kinds of issues, Bishop 

Trautman has put his heart and soul into his care for all of us.  

He has stood on the “national scene” on several occasions, and 

has taken on many serious issues very publically in the presence 

of the Conference of Catholic Bishops.  Yes.  We have been very 

blessed by the ministry of Bishop Donald Trautman.  And, we 

must continue to pray for him constantly in these difficult times.  

He certainly deserves it. 

 Congratulations to Adam Lewis on becoming an Eagle 

Scout this weekend!  Adam is the son of Mark Lewis and the 

grandson of Larry and Mary Grace Lewis.  We are honored to be 

hosting his celebration here at Sacred Heart this weekend.

I was able to do it a few years ago, and was very 

overwhelmed by it … especially, when I realized, an hour away 

from Harrisburg, that I forgot my suit and collar!!  It was the 

grace of God that I found a Men’s Warehouse open, with a tailor 

on staff … and, a Catholic supply store, that opened up an hour 

before the session started!  I will then head to New Jersey for a 

few days of R&R, after an exhausting Lent and Easter, thanks to 

“walking pneumonia”!

(Did you 

know that pedestrian injuries rank third in child fatalities, behind 

traffic accidents and drowning?)  Finally, parents who are certain 

their young children would never walk away with a stranger will 

be shocked to learn that studies show they probably will.  Stay 

alert and vigilant, even if you believe your child is aware of 

possible dangers from others.
