Thank you so much to everyone
who offered such kind words of support
to me after last Sunday’s homily. I
really wanted to share with you my
thoughts, as well as those of my
ordination classmates, about our feelings on our priesthood; and,
most especially, what this sexual abuse crisis has done to us: the
loyal and dedicated “parish priest” or “teacher” or “Chancery
minister”. We feel like a “victim” in this whole mess, because
of what so many members of the national media has done to give
their opinions on it ... how they feel that celibacy is the problem
and the cause, when celibacy has NOTHING to do with it!! The
sad realities is that 40-60% of all sexual abuse of children is
done by someone within the family; most commonly, a married
man. The Erie Police Department investigates anywhere from
300-400 accusations of sexual abuse of children or teenagers
every year. 1It’s just that, when it comes to accusations against
the Catholic Church, it hits the front page. And, what is so
unfortunate, is that the amount of false accusations never get
mentioned. I have a priest friend at St. Mary’s Abbey in
Morristown, New Jersey, who I met through my classmate, Fr.
Benedict Worry, O.S.B. This priest-friend was falsely accused,
and I read about it on the front page of USAToday!!! 1 was on an
airplane at the time, and I soon as I landed, I called Benedict. He
told me that our friend had been falsely accused. He was
immediately removed from ministry for over 6 months ... his
name splashed on all the New Jersey newspapers, and national
ones, as well ... and the teenage girl who accused him finally
admitted that he didn’t do anything to her. She was just mad at
him, because as her teacher, he had to discipline her for
something. Our friend’s reputation was ruined for a long, long
time over it. But, you would never hear about this on the news.
So, thanks for all your kindness and support. The Church has
weathered through worse things than this in 2,000 years. The
Diocese of Erie has a wonderful fraternity of priests, and we are
honored and proud to give of our lives to our God and to His
people.

Congratulations to all of our First Communicants, who will
be receiving the very presence of Jesus in the Eucharist for the
first time! This weekend begins a wonderful journey of being
nourished by the presence of Jesus. It is certainly the hope and
prayer of all of the people of Sacred Heart that their parents will
truly be inspired by the young faith of their children, and truly
help their kids foster an active and deep faith in the Word and
Eucharist. Let us all offer our prayers for our young people and
their families, that they will always hold the presence of Christ
in Eucharist so close to their hearts.

Thank you so much to anyone who joined us or helped with
our “Knight Out” last Saturday evening. It turned out to be a
great evening, and a lot of people had a wonderful time. All of
the proceeds will help the Knights of Columbus in their efforts to
help the parish in all the things that we do; especially, in their
help with our Youth Ministry.

May is the “Month of the Blessed Mother”, a special time to
give prayer and honor to Mary. Please know that you are invited
to join the Knights each Sunday morning at 8:45 to pray the
Rosary. You are always welcome to come ... in May ... and,
throughout the whole year!
