But, as they will
tell you, they are aging a bit ... and, we are looking ahead to
passing it on to the younger generations. It isn’t a whole lot of
work, but it is great fun for the crew that is doing it. They are
looking for younger people to help them out, and “learn the
ropes”, and keep the BGA going for future generations. If you
have any questions about it at all, don’t be afraid to give Jim
Nuber, Sr. a call: 864-9838 ... or, email him at kanjcn@verizon.net.

This week is the annual “Police Memorial Week”, and it is a
way to honor all those in law enforcement that have lost their
lives in the line of duty. It is so important for us to keep the
souls of these officers in our prayers, and to offer a prayer of
thanksgiving to our God that such people cared enough about us
to offer their lives so that we may be protected and at peace. In
recent months, our area lost Trooper Paul Ritchey of the
Pennsylvania State Police, shot and killed by a crazed maniac,
who should never have had a gun in his possession in the first
place. Trooper Ritchey answered the call, because he knew the
man, and thought he could help him. It has been a little over 19
years since the Erie Police Department has had an officer killed
in the line of duty. Officer Richard Burchick was shot and killed
by 17 year-old Michael Bibbs in February of 1991. But, since
then, we have had a number of officers shot. By the Grace of
God, their lives were spared. However, our most decorated
officer, Terry Dawley, was forced to retire because of permanent
injuries. These women and men risk their lives every day for us.
And, these have been very violent months in Erie. It is our duty
to pray for them, asking God that He keeps them safe and
protected, so that they may return home to their families. Say a
special prayer to St. Michael, the Archangel, the patron saint of
those in law enforcement and fire protection ... that he will
surround them with his love and protection.
