Childhood Trauma: It’s common knowledge that
childhood trauma can have significant effects on the rest
of a person’s life, but a new study from the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) shows an even ¢
more alarming after-effect: a shortened life span. In a
study of over 17,000 people, the CDC determined that those who
experienced six or more traumatic events during childhood (such as
abuse or household dysfunction) lived an average of 19 years less than
did their peers. The safety of our children is a matter taken very
seriously by the Diocese of Erie, who has mandated screening and
training of paid or volunteer persons who minister to our children and
youth. The diocese is also committed to the inservicing and training of
our children, youth and parents regarding touching safety and safe
environments.
