Mullen, the Sisters first arrived at St. Ann’s Church in Corsica
on May 24, 1860. From there, the presence of the Sisters of St.
Joseph spread throughout the entire diocese. The Sisters have
always been a part of the life of Sacred Heart Church, ever since
the creation of Sacred Heart School in 1895. In fact, when the
founders of our parish purchased the old Public School #6,
which sat at 26™ & Maple, they moved it to 25™ & Plum, to be
the first free-standing educational facility for the new parish.
The Sisters of St. Joseph, who staffed the school, resided in the
upper floor of the building! Up until we tore down the “old
convent”, which was the original rectory, Sacred Heart Parish
had the privilege of having SSJ’s living on our property for 100
years! We especially honor them this weekend, for no one will
ever be able to realize the powerful influence that these good
ladies have been on our parish community for our entire
existence. Let us especially give praise and thanks to our God
for the vocations to the Sisters of St. Joseph that have come from
within this faith community of Sacred Heart Church: Sr.

Hildegard Boxer, Sr. Ann Marie Cappello, Sr. Mary Drexler, Sr.
Thecla Dumbeck (deceased), Sr. Miriam Fuhrman (deceased),
Sr. Elise Ann Haener (deceased), Sr. Martha Kuntz (deceased),
Sr. Marie Sylvia Lievel (deceased), Sr. Colette Palmer, Sr.
Norbert Wiley. Happy Anniversary, Sisters! Thank you for all
you have done for the people of Sacred Heart!

“pick-up” for Mass. Just so you know ... the entire length of our
property, Liberty Street all the way to Plum Street, is a “No
Parking Zone”.
