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Today is the great Feast of the Most
Holy Trinity, celebrating the mystery of
our God as Father, Son, & Spirit: God,
the Father, who created us and breathed
life into us ... God, the Son, who
redeemed us by His suffering, death, and Resurrection for the
forgiveness of our sins ... God, the Holy Spirit, who is a
constant source of strength, guidance, and protection. On this
great Feast, we ponder this sacred union of the Holy Trinity,
always reaching out to us, drawing us into an intimate
relationship by creating us, redeeming us, and making us holy.
May we all pray that we will respond to this invitation by
inviting so many others in our lives into a loving relationship
with our God as Father, Son, and Spirit.

Even with this Feast of the Holy Trinity, we have resumed
the season of “Ordinary Time”, now beginning the 9" Week.
Ordinary Time will now run all the way until the First Sunday of
Advent on November 27", This season does not really have any
distinctive character, as would the seasons of Advent, Christmas,
Lent, or Easter. There really isn’t any specific mystery of Christ
that we celebrate. But, rather, these 34 weeks of Ordinary Time
are devoted to all the mysteries of Christ in their fullness. We
will be focusing on so many of the teachings of Jesus, as He
challenges us in our discipleship. The Sunday readings are to be
the focus of the week, and I try to prepare a homily that allows
us to think about and be challenged throughout that week, too.
May we remember, “Sunday” is to the “week” what “Easter” is
to the “year”. May we allow the sacredness of Sunday to
challenge us to keep the rest of the week holy. And, may we
allow all the teachings of Ordinary Time to be great challenges
for us to be better disciples; and, ultimately, better people, fully
prepared to stand before God when our time has come.

It is nice to see many of our young people home from
college. Many of them looked like their heads were still spinning
from Finals Week. But, after a few days of sleeping until 2:00 in
the afternoon, they should be fine. I chatted with several of
them, and they seemed to have done very well ... many of them
with Grade Point Averages way over 3.0! We even have a few
on the “Dean’s List”! Forget finals now, friends. You can’tdo a
thing about it! Have a great summer!

Tomorrow is Memorial Day, which I have grown to truly
honor and respect as I get older. I know you hear me every year,
challenging us to NOT make this day “the first day of the
summer season”, or even a time for picnics and parades. It is
called “Memorial Day” for a reason: a day to remember those in
our Armed Forces that lost their lives in the service of our
country. The countless flags in those cemeteries is a powerful
image to all of us to put this day in perspective. My Uncle,
Louis Pascale, was one of, if not the first veteran from “Little
Italy” killed in World War II, at the age of 21. He was in the
Navy, and his boat was bombed by the Japanese in the “Battle of
Savo Bay”, the first week of August in 1942. My mother was
only 16 when he died. And, for the next 62 years, until she died
at the age of 77, she could never hear “Taps” without completely
falling to pieces. I grew up learning to truly honor our fallen
Veterans, and I always try to teach our young people the need to
continue that tradition; especially, in recent years, as we continue
to wage our battles in Iraq and Afghanistan. I closely followed
the recent HBO mini-series Pacific, which was extremely well
done by Tom Hanks and Steven Spielberg. I was stunned in the
very first minutes of the very first episode ... for it opened up

with the “Battle of Savo Bay”! Right away, they portrayed the
very battle in which my Uncle Louie was killed! After almost
48 years, I finally understood what happened to my Uncle, for
my mother and her family never really knew the details, and my
mother always had great difficulty talking about it. I sat there
stunned as | watched it. Memorial Day will mean just a little bit
more to me now that I understand what my Uncle did for our
country. Please, friends .... please, before the hamburgers and
hot dogs ... please gather the family to pray for the souls of
those that have died in the service of the United States. Please
pray for all those who are risking their lives as we speak,
spending month after month in the most difficult parts of the
world to fight for our values and our liberties. Please teach our
young people to have great respect for the flag, and for all those
who died making sure that we can fly those flags for freedom.

May we always remember, “ Fr eedom i s Neaer
prayer, and thank a Veteran.
