However, that is the night of the
ordination of five men to the priesthood,
for the Diocese of Erie: Deacons
Christopher Barnes, Ross Miceli, Matias Quimno, Michael
Polinek, & Matthew Strickenberger. It has been many years
since five men were ordained! So, it is going to be a huge
celebration. However, the parish celebration of the Feast of the
Sacred Heart will be on SUNDAY, JUNE 13", at 7:00 with
EVENING PRAYER. Our guest homilist that night will be our
native son, Msgr. Richard Mayer, the former Pastor of St.
George Church. Following Evening Prayer, we will have our
annual Ice Cream Social on the Rectory lawn. The Knights of
Columbus will host a dinner for the priests beforehand. It should
prove to be a great celebration. Please join us as we honor our
parish feast.

Our parish seminarian, Brandon Kleckner, just completed
his 2™ year in Major Theology at St. Vincent Seminary in
Latrobe. He has two more years left, where he will earn his
Masters in Divinity, and be ordained a priest in the late spring of
2012. His ordination to the Diaconate will be next year,
sometime in the spring! This past week, however, he started his
first parish assignment, which is like our “internship”. Brandon
has been assigned to St. Francis of Assisi Church in Clearfield,
clear on the other end of the Diocese. His pastor is one of our
most beloved priests, Msgr. Desmond McGee. Des will be a
great mentor for Brandon, as he serves there this summer, as
well as over Christmas, Easter, and throughout his diaconate
summer next year. Upon Brandon’s priesthood ordination, he
will be reassigned as Parochial Vicar in a larger parish. The
purpose of this assignment is to have a different parish
experience from what you grew up with. Brandon was born and
raised here at Sacred Heart Church, a larger inner-city parish,
now going to St. Francis, in order to experience small-town
ministry, which is quite wonderful! (I can attest to that from my
years at St. Titus Church in Titusville.) Being from Our Lady of
Peace Church, I was assigned 25 years ago to Ss. Cosmas &
Damain Church in Punxsutawney, a much different experience
from Millcreek Township. I was there just for the summer of
1985, which was one of the best summers of my life! My pastor
was the late Msgr. Joe Book, who used to come to help out at
Sacred Heart frequently a few years ago, until he died in the late
summer of 2007. Joe and I became very close friends, and he
became a mentor, simply because of those 10 weeks together. It
was the 100™ anniversary of the parish, and Joe put together a 10
-day celebration that was unbelievable! In fact, we modeled our
centenary celebration in 1994 from SSCD’s in 1985. Brandon is
about to begin a wonderful experience in his priestly formation.
Let us not forget to continue to pray for him. If you want to drop
him a note of prayer and encouragement, you can do so at: St
Francis of Assisi Church ...
