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Happy Birthday, America! What a
great day of celebration for us all! Two
hundred and thirty-four years of
freedom, liberty, and the pursuit of
justice! Yes, we have many problems
in our country right now. But, we always did ... even from that
very first day on July 4, 1776. But, there are few things greater
on this earth than the freedom to be the people that God calls us
to be. Such powerful words came from that Declaration; words
that should be imbedded into the core our own hearts, minds, and
souls: “We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are
created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with
certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty
and the pursuit of Happiness.” As we recall these words today,
may we take the time to, certainly, pray for all those who have
given their lives in the service of our country; and, may we pray
for all those in the Armed Forces that are giving their lives now
to keep us free.

The 28"™ Annual Emmaus Convocation of Priests was, by
far, one of the best ones we have had in 15 years! For the 7"
year, we had it at St. Vincent College in Latrobe. Since it was
“The Year of the Priests”, as designated by Pope Benedict, it was
especially significant for us. Our presenter this year was Fr.
Quinn Connors, O. Carm., Ph.D., a Carmelite Father of the
Chicago Province, and a licensed clinical psychologist. He had
done workshops nationally and internationally in the areas of
psychology and spirituality, sexuality, vocational discernment,
and issues that our priests deal with in the first five years of
ministry. He was very effective, to be sure. Naturally, we spent
quite a bit of time talking about celibacy, and what the sex-abuse
crisis can do to our morale and spirituality as priests. Fr. Quinn
was talking about the frustrations of one priest that he spent time
with ... and how this priest told him, “You know, I go out to a
movie with my brother, and people think I'm gay. I go out to a
movie with my sister, and people think I am having an affair. 1
go out to a movie with my nephew, and people think I am a
sexual predator.” When he said that, I don’t think there was a
priest in the room that didn’t know what he was talking about.
Unfortunately, we can all relate to that. (I am constantly telling
people that they need to stop talking about the priests all the
time, and spend more time being more concerned with their own
lives. and start looking into their own behavior!) It was pretty
powerful. But, the whole conference was truly a great
opportunity for us to reaffirm each other and our priesthoods.

One of the highlights, for me personally, was the Rite of
Candidacy for our own Brandon Kleckner. The Rite is a special
celebration that is done in the presence of the Bishop and the
other priests, where a candidate has petitioned to move on to
further studies, and then ordination. At the celebration, the
Bishop, then, formally confers “Candidacy” on the one who has
petitioned. Brandon is now, formally, on the path to diaconate
ordination, and then priesthood. It was an honor, as his Pastor,
to sit next to him as the Bishop conferred the rite upon him.
May we continue to keep Brandon in our prayers, as he enjoys
his first parish assignment this summer (St. Francis of Assisi
Church in Clearfield), and continues onto his 3™ year of theology
studies at St. Vincent’s Seminary in Latrobe.

A HUGE “Congratulations” goes out to our own Emily
Stevens, who just received her First Communion in May! Emily
won a silver medal in golf at the Pennsylvania Special Olympics
earlier in June ... and, at only 13 years old! That smile will be

on Emily’s face until she is 80!! Congratulations, Emily! And,
please .... show me how you can golf like that!

Oh ... and, speaking of golf ... We did get the opportunity
for a round or two at Emmaus. Msgr. Rubino pulled some string
somewhere, and got us on the course at the Latrobe Country
Club, the home course of Arnold Palmer. (It was unbelievable!
It puts Kahkwa to shame!) As we are coming down the 11"
hole, which runs parallel to the 9™, guess who is coming up #9,
and passes us on the cart path ... That’s right! Arnold Palmer
himself!

Tips for Summer Camp Safety: All teachers,
staff, and volunteers in the Erie diocese who work
with children must undergo criminal background
checks. Diocesan guidelines and abuse prevention
training programs currently in use emphasize the
importance of parents’ knowing who has access to their children at
school and other Church-sponsored activities. Summertime is here, and
parents should remain vigilant regarding who is granted access to their
children. Make sure camp counselors have undergone criminal
background checks. And make sure you know the camp’s daily routine.
In particular, make sure that no camp activity results in a child being
left alone with one adult. All activities should be supervised by more
than one adult, and the camp should be open to unannounced drop-in
visits from parents.
