Msgr. Bob Malene, who stayed with us 

for several months in 2008.  At that 

time, he was waiting for a new 

assignment, after retiring from a 30-year 

ministry as Chaplain in the United States Navy, achieving the 

rank of “Captain”.  He was, then, appointed Pastor of Good 

Shepherd Church in West Middlesex, just below Sharon.  Msgr. 

Malene has been appointed the new Episcopal Vicar of the 

Western Vicariate, sharing the #3 position in the Diocese with 

Msgr. Charles Kaza, the Episcopal Vicar of the Eastern 

Vicariate.  Along with being a Pastor, Monsignor is also the 

Bishop’s representative in four counties:  Clarion, Crawford, 

Mercer, and Venango.  If you remember, the Diocese is 

sectioned off into 3 Vicariates … North, East, West. We are in 

the Northern Vicariate, which is Erie and Warren counties.

I worry that our kids only go to confession when 

the Catholic schools take them.  Our public school children do 

not have that opportunity, so it is up to the parents to bring them 

to the Sacrament.  I get frustrated every summer, for I rarely hear 

the confession of a young person.  I am beginning to truly worry 

that many parents and their children are dismissing the 

Sacrament of Reconciliation, which was instituted by Christ 

Himself the night of His Resurrection … when He said to the 

Eleven, “As the Father has sent me, so I send you.  If you forgive 

sins, they are forgiven.  If you hold them bound, then they are 

held bound.” (John 20: 21-22) 

 Our schedule is getting pretty full for the Mustang.  We are 

beginning to take it to several places over the next few months, 

and we truly need help selling tickets.  It will be at the Northeast 

“Cherry Fest” this week, and we do need help selling tickets.  

Please keep looking for the “sign-up sheets” in the back of the 

Church.  We are selling tickets regularly on Wednesdays in the 

front of the Church, too.  We could use your help!
