‘A Window to the Future”

Things have happened quickly in the last
few months.... After making the decision
to consolidate our office locations, an
opportunity to rent out St. Andrew
rectory presented itself: Erie Family
Center, the non-profit organization
which is already leasing the former St.
Andrew school building, needs more
office space for staff.

Erie Family Center has been a godsend in
both rental situations effectively dove-
tailing smoothly in times of transition.
EFC started renting at the conclusion of
the Montessori’s lease of the school, and
they will start leasing the rectory
effective Aug 1st just a month after we
vacated it on July 1st. Much credit goes to
Chuck Weber (St. Andrew alum) who
handled the real estate details with
Attorney John Fessler for both of these
leases.

With its continued rental the school building
required some TLC. A major portion of the
aging flat roof was in need of replacement
(completed last summer.) More recently,
and more obviously, the original wood
framed -single paned windows have been
replaced with thermal paned aluminum
framed windows by Schaal Glass. Despite
the expense of these maintenance projects,
we are blessed to have someone renting the
building. To put this blessing into perspec-
tive, the Sacred Heart School building which
has been standing vacant for the last few
years is much more likely facing an expen-
sive demolition than a profitable lease. Be-
yond the dollars and cents, it makes sense to
work Erie Family Center through a mutually
advantageous lease since their mission of
serving the disadvantaged of the areas is our
mission as well.

A small group of parishioners invento-
ried the rectory contents, and we had a
local antiquity specialist give us esti-
mates help us identify wheat from the
chaff. The rectory contained standard
but dated office furniture and equipment,
an eclectic collection beds and dressers,
and a few items of ecclesial or historical
value. The office furniture will be left for
EFC to use, some furniture in the chapel
and religious ed offices will be swapped
out, miscellaneous items of value will be
stored or sold as appropriate, and the
balance of the used beds, and dressers
will be donated through Erie Family Cen-
ter to their clientele who frequently have
need of such items.
