Coffee Etc. to Warm Up Those Who Are Cold 
A Tri-Parish Event 

The Upper Room in downtown Erie provides daily services to the home-
less as well as serving as an Erie County emergency warming shelter.  
They serve 70,000 to 75,000 cups of hot coffee every year.  Addi!onally, 
the SSJ homeless shelter St. Pat’s Haven serves coffee and an evening 
snack to those who need a safe overnight place to sleep.  Because of this 
need, the tri-parishes are going to undertake an “expanded” coffee drive 
this year.  We are looking for dona!ons of regular (no decaf and no fla-
vored) coffee in metal cans or plas!c containers, canisters of dry/
powdered creamer, and canisters of sugar, hot chocolate packets, and 
individually wrapped snacks.  These items can be dropped off at any of 
the tri-parish weekend masses October 17/18 and 24/25.   Items will be 
picked up and distributed weekly to both agencies.  For St. Andrew’s the 
drop off will be located in the gathering space, for Sacred Heart the drop 
off will be a box under the Holy Family statue, and for St. Paul’s,  there 
will be a marked box in the rear of the church. If you are currently not 
a$ending mass, you may drop off your items at the tri-parish office at 
Sacred Heart Monday –Friday during the 2 weeks of the drive. Thank you!
