We Catholics have always enjoyed domesticating our saints.  It’s 
like taming stray cats and having them sit on our lap; asking them 
to help us out of certain situations.  We’re all familiar with burying 
St. Joseph upside down in the yard if you want to sell your house.  
And of course, we would never think of getting behind the wheel 
of a car unless a statue of St. Christopher was on the dashboard.  I 
get a kick out of some of the lines we recite to get the attention of 
our saints.  For example, if you have ever had a difficult time find-
ing a place to park, you can always pray: Dearest Theresa full of 
grace, Help me find a parking space. Or when looking for the per-
fect husband there is the ever popular: I beg you holy Mother 
Anne, Send me a good and loving man. And my favorite, the inter-
cession to St. Anthony: Tony, Tony come around, there’s some-
thing lost that can’t be found.  
Sainthood is that wonderful designation that we give to the holy 
men and women whom the Church has given the good housekeep-
ing seal of approval. But besides the handful of saints who’s feast 
days we celebrate on specific days in the year, there are countless 
other saints, men, women and children united with God in the 
heavenly glory whom we do not celebrate. I can think of one saint 
in particular, Saint Giovanna.  Saint Giovanna is an Italian modern 
day saint. Saint Giovanna was a great influence in my life.  By her 
example she enkindled in me a deep sense of faith in God.
