DEACON DABBLINGS
A Story About 3 Bones (Part 3)

Most of you may not be aware of this but when the position for a
new pastor opened for our tri-parish United Catholic Community,
both Fr. Mark and I applied for the position. Since our qualifica-
tions were practically identical, Bishop Persico asked us to take a
20 question exam which would determine who would get the posi-
tion. Upon completion of the test, both of us only missed one of
the questions. The bishop called me and said, “Thank you for your
interest but I’ve decided to give Fr. Mark O’Hern the job.”

So I asked, “Why are you giving him the job? We both got 19
questions correct!” The bishop said, “I have made my choice not
on the correct answers but on the one question that you both
missed.” T asked, “And just how could one incorrect answer be
better than another?” The bishop responded, “Tony, it’s like this:
on question #4, Fr. Mark put down as his answer, “I don’t
know.” You put down, “Neither do I!”

I think that it is obvious that the 3™ bone is the funny bone! I have
heard it said that life is too short not to laugh and life is too long
not to laugh. Attitude is such a little thing but it makes a big dif-
ference. When Jesus sent his disciples out on their mission without
staff, sandals, and extra tunic, in a sense he was telling them that
attitude is what’s important. It’s what’s in your heart that’s im-
portant. I say to you today, the same thing. It’s what’s in your
heart that’s important. From your heart comes the courage and
fortitude that your parents, your teachers, and your clergy have
instilled in you.

We are challenged to take the academic, moral, and spiritual edu-
cation we received and allow it to grow and guide us as we go
through life. I don’t recall the source, but there is a quote about life
that I shared with them. It goes like this: to succeed in life, you
need three things: a wishbone, a backbone and a funny bone. I
gave each of the graduates an envelope. In that envelope were
three simple cards. One card had a picture of a wishbone, the sec-
ond, a backbone, and the third, a funny bone.

And 1 challenged them to mark this moment in their lives and to
remember that whatever happens, whatever unknown road they
find themselves on, to look upon these bones as a reminder of the
gifts that God has given
you. And I challenge all of us,
too! Go forth and live the Gospel
that you have learned and know
that God will be with you, and
guide you on your journey
through life.
