Prejudice

Europeans have an interesting idea of what heaven is like: — the
English are the police, the French are the cooks, the Italians are the
lovers, the Swiss are the bankers, and the Germans are the engi-
neers. They also have an idea of hell where the English are the
cooks, the French are the engineers, Italians are the bankers, the
Swiss are the lovers, and the Germans are the police. Now, before
you start writing letters to the bishop about the insensitive joke that
the deacon wrote, I want to say that I agree, the joke is insensitive
but it goes a long way in demonstrating the prejudice that we hold
in our hearts.

Before I go on, do we really know what prejudice is? According
to the dictionary, prejudice is the unreasonable fear or hatred of a
person because of some external characteristics such as race, na-
tionality or religion. Nobody wants to admit they are prejudice, but
yet it does exist. It exists within each and every one of us to a cer-
tain degree. It can be as blatant as believing that all Italians are
mafia; that all Irish drink to excess, all Scots are cheap, all South-
erners are lazy, or all deacons are worked too hard by their pastors.
But it can also be so sly that prejudice can lie beneath our level of
consciousness. This occurs when we think that we are better than
another because we go to church on Sunday or act more polished
than others.

Prejudice in all its forms - racism, sexism, bigotry, and exclusiv-
ism of any kind - is the opposite of God's desire for humanity. God
calls us to work together and love one another as the body of
Christ not just in spite of, but also even because of, our differ-
ences. And yet, even those of us in the church, regularly struggle
with the human tendency to build walls against those who are dif-
ferent from us.

A wise person once said: "We all have prejudices. What we do
with them is the important issue." No Christian is strong enough to
carry both a cross and a prejudice at the same time.

Which one are we willing to drop?
